And did you know....

...That unlike almost all other Cub Scout Packs, the Holliston Cub Scouts DO NOT CHARGE A REGISTRATION FEE AFTER THE FIRST YEAR OF PARTICIPATION? Most scout organizations charge $20 to $50 per scout each year, in addition to fundraiser events.

...That unlike almost all other Cub Scout Packs, the Holliston Cub Scouts pay for all books, neckerchiefs, awards, derby cars, and other items? Most other scout organizations require the parents to pay for these materials separately.

...That it costs approximately $3,500 a year, or about $80 per scout, to run Pack 48

...That we depend solely on our annual fund-raiser to cover these costs and avoid asking for a yearly registration fee.

Please work with your son to meet his Cub Scout pledge to “help make the Pack go” by fully participating in this year’s event.

PACK 48 FUNDING POLICY

Pack 48 considers each boy and his family to have an obligation to make a fair and equitable contribution to the organization's expenses. Whenever possible, options are available to allow parents a choice to fit their budgets and schedules.

Choices for the scout year 2008/2009 are as follows:

PLEASE READ AND DECIDE WHICH OPTION YOU AND YOUR SON WISH TO SELECT. Contact one of the event coordinators if you need further assistance.

1) 
WREATH AND CHANUKAH CANDLE SALES
As in years past, each boy will be assigned a section of a neighborhood and asked to go door to door to sell holiday wreaths and/or Chanukah candles. Enough of an area will be assigned to assure each scout can sell a fair number of items without extraordinary effort. Incentives will be offered for sales over a quantity of 10 items sold.  

· The wreaths are Balsam Fir mounted on a 12" frame (approximately 25" to 30" across) and come with a bright red bow.  They are $10.00 each.

· The Chanukah candle sets contain 44 assorted colored candles and sell for $10.00.

Please note:  Should you choose to sell only candles, please contact one of the event coordinators as soon as possible. Holliston residents have become accustomed to purchasing these items from the scouts, so we would want to implement a special procedure to assure all residents have an opportunity to purchase them.

2) 
PAY A REGISTRATION / PRO-RATED FEE
We understand that there are some circumstances where participating in the wreath/candle drive is not possible. As an option, a payment of $35.00 can be made to Pack 48.

We strongly discourage this choice however, since: 1) it only covers a fraction of the actual cost for the scout, 2) we become dependent on other boys selling more wreaths and candles to make up the difference, and 3) by participating, the scout learns responsibility and actively contributes toward helping the Pack

Lastly, in the interests of equity and fairness, we ask that each scout try to sell at least 10 items. Years of experience have told us that this is usually not a problem. If a scout is not able to meet this requirement however, we request a pro-rated registration fee ($35 max) to make up the difference.

Dates to Remember

· Restricted Weeks - October 24th thru November 6th 

Sales are restricted to assigned streets in Holliston:  do not sell outside your assigned area during this period.  Please try to collect money at the time of sale as this will facilitate your delivery process and allow us to promptly pay our suppliers.   If you miss these dates, you may miss easy sales!  Sales are open anytime outside of Holliston. 

· Open Sales - November 7th thru November 13th 

Sales are unrestricted and you can sell anywhere in town.  Selling at a parent’s place of employment has been a successful strategy in the past!

· Hand in Your Orders - by November 14th
Your orders and all collected money must be delivered to your Den Leader in a sealed envelope on or before November 14th at 12:00pm.  **Please provide on the outside of each envelope: scout name and den number, number of each item sold, total due, amount enclosed, balance due and incentive choice. **
	Den Leaders - please collect and deliver individual orders and incentive selections from your entire den to Tracy and John Abucewicz at 15 Wingate Rd. by November 14th at 3PM.  This date is critical to the success of this program!  Thank you!

Pick-Up Date - November 28th 

Please pick up your orders between 9:00AM and 12 noon at Tracy & John Abucewicz’s house, 15 Wingate Rd.  If you are unable to pick up your orders at this time, try to have another Pack member pick them up for you.  Please call John if you need to make special arrangements. 

· Delivery Dates - November 28th and 29th   

Please try to deliver your items ASAP.  All items must be delivered by Saturday, December 5th.
· All Outstanding  Money is Due - by December 12th 
All outstanding money must be handed into your Den Leader no later than December 12th.  

What To Do   (The Process)

1) Sell
Who to sell to?

        Family….    Holliston residents….    Parent’s workplace….    Friends….    Businesses….


What to do?

Please wear your uniform and have a parent accompany you:

At each home, politely ask if the resident would like to buy a holiday wreath or Chanukah candles to support the Holliston Cub Scouts, and answer any questions they have.

If they say yes... 

Write their name and address on your order form along with the number of items and total amount owed. It is preferable to ask for payment at this time, explaining that it simplifies delivery and supports payment of our vendors.  If they can pay in full, fill out a receipt and leave it with them.  Please be prepared to make change as necessary, it will make a big difference and helps streamline the process.  Checks are accepted, made payable to PACK 48.   If they would like to make a purchase, but cannot pay upfront, it’s OK. You can collect later when you make your delivery. 

If they are not interested in making a purchase... 
Thank them anyway.

If they are not home...
Leave one of the notices provided in your packet with your name and phone number so they can contact you if they want to place an order.

2) Reporting
All orders and collected money must be delivered to your Den Leader no later than Saturday, November 14th at 12PM.  You may get a call from time to time to check up on the progress of the event.  This is done to help us to determine if we are near our goal and enable us to take corrective action if necessary.

3) Delivery
Wreaths and/or candles need to be picked up on the morning of November 28th 

at 15 Wingate Rd and delivered as soon as possible.  If this is a problem, please try to have another pack member pick up you order, or contact John Abucewicz to make special arrangements.  If you collected from your customers in advance, they need not be home to deliver their items (please leave their order in as safe a place as possible).  Do not, however, deliver any items unless they have been paid for.   Note: If any customer is not happy with any product it will be exchanged.  If this is the case, please contact John Abucewicz.

4) Payment

Please turn in all collected money in a sealed envelope.  It is extremely important that you print clearly on the front of the envelope: Scout name and den number, number of items sold, total due, amount enclosed, balance due and incentive choice.  Final money needs to be turned in to your Den Leader no later than December 12th,   but it is important to hand in all money collected when you place your order on November 14th.  Parents: To prevent any possible errors in accounting, please keep accurate records of the money you collect and turn in.  The Event Treasurer will be the only person opening your envelopes to verify the contents inside.  If any discrepancies exist, they must be resolved between the Treasurer and the parent/cub.

Incentives

To acknowledge all of the hard work of the scouts, we would like to award them for their extra effort in "helping the Pack go".  As we had done last year, we will be offering each scout an opportunity to earn a gift certificate of his choice to either the New England Scout Shop or Fiske’s General Store.  

For those who sell more than the minimum expected of 10 wreaths, you will earn a certificate worth 25 cents per item (wreath or box of candles) sold.  Examples are below.
