	Campout - $10.00 per person paid to Pack 48 for the Pack 48 Campout.  Send check for the campout to Charlie Paradie.  (Checks made out to Pack 48.)

	Cub Day Trek - In addition, each family that will be attending the day activities needs to go on the Knox Trail Website http://www.ktc-bsa.org/Daytrek.htm and fill out the form and pay $10.00 per person (via credit card) for the Cub Day Trek on the web site.  Be sure to sign up for the correct day.  You are able to go either day.  Most people in our Pack usually sign up for Saturday. 

Where: Overnight campout at Nobscot Scout Reservation, Sudbury, MA.

Directions:  Follow Edgell Road in Framingham 3.5 miles past Rte 9.  Look for Nobscot sign / entrance on the left after the Framingham Animal Hospital on the right.  Nobscot Scout Reservation is on the Framingham / Sudbury line.  Parking is limited, so if you can car pool with someone, please do.

Facilities:  The Pack will be staying at Haynes Lodge.  The cabin sleeps 24 in bunks with mattresses.  The first 24 (including adults and scouts) that signup and pay will be assigned a bunk.  There is plenty of room on the floor (bring a sleeping pad) for everyone else or bring a tent.  The cabin does have electricity and a wood stove. There is an outdoor fireplace with water (pump) and latrines near by.  The cabin is about ½ mile with an uphill climb from the parking lot.  The Scouts may want to pack some of their belongings in a day pack, with their parent carrying the rest (we may have to take two trips with the Pack gear).  The Pack will provide the meals noted below.
